Charles F. Conces, candidate for Michigan Attorney General on the US Taxpayers / Constitution Party has repeatedly challenged Dept. of Justice Attorneys to produce the documents that they claimed authorize a civil suit. The Attorneys for the DOJ have thus far refused to respond to Conces' demands. Conces says, "This is not just a simple case of forgetfulness or negligence, this is a case of a positive statement made by DOJ attorneys that they had obtained the necessary authorizations, when, in fact, they knew that they were lying at the time." The law (26 USC 7401) requires that the DOJ request and obtain authorization from the Secretary of the Treasury and the Attorney General of the United States before filing a civil suit against anyone.

Conces says that the real problem for the DOJ, and the government, is that they have been doing this for years without proper authorizations. The only agents that are authorized by regulations, to authorize civil suits, are ATF agents, and those agents have a delegation order from the Secretary of the Treasury, but the IRS does not have any delegation order from the Secretary to authorize commencement of civil suits. In other words, authorizations are available to Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms agents for civil suits for the collection of ATF taxes. ATF agents cannot authorize civil actions for the collection of income taxes.

Conces called the Secretary of the Treasury's office and they could not find any delegation order to the IRS. Another call to the librarian of the IRS' library, confirmed that there was no delegation to the IRS. Conces also has gone through the listing of delegation orders and cannot find any such delegation.

Conces intends to file a civil action against the United States and the DOJ attorneys for violations of due process. The United States has authorized suits against itself for various types of lawsuits and has no immunity under those code sections.
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
